32 enthusiastic women turned up for the
free clinic, a collaboration
between the Kaipara Medical
Centre, Te Ha Oranga, and the
Well Women and Family Trust.

Kaipara Medical Centre
GP Dr Rachel Mackie says:
“We were inspired by some
high-profile cervical smear
campaigns on Facebook, and
wanted to do something to
prevent deaths for our wahine
due to cervical cancer.”

Dr Mackie says a recent
community-wide survey on
health needs found the local
M ori health provider Te Haä

O r a n g a w a s r e g a r d e d
favourably by local M ori andä

so “it was a no-brainer to work
together on this project to
ensure we could reach as
many people as possible,
particularly M ori who weä

know have lower cervical screening rates in
our practice.”

Of the 27 women who had a smear, three
had never had one before and 13 were of
high priority, being overdue by more than five
years or having an abnormal history. Five of

those who turned up weren’t due for a test.
The free no appointment clinic in October

ran for three hours at Te Ha Oranga.
“Anecdotally we knew that getting to

Kaipara Medical Centre for smears during

the day was difficult for those working
elsewhere, so we opted for an evening
clinic,” says Dr Mackie.

“The atmosphere was really fun, with
women cheering their support for each other
once they’d completed their smear.”

South Kaipara Rotary has distributed
more than 100 illustrated dictionaries to Year
4 students at local primary schools.

Each dictionary has
more than 1000 colour illustrations, and
came with the recipient child's name in it and
is theirs to keep.

Neighbouring club Kumeu Rotary also
helped by providing one Usborne illustrated
atlas per class.

South Kaipara Rotary's Leigh Kelly says
the club is delighted to help with the literacy
of local children, and intends to make the
dictionary donations an annual occasion for
all Year 4 students. The children, teachers

and principals alike were delighted to receive
the dictionaries, she says.

Woodhill School principal Dawn Fenn
agrees, saying the dictionaries will support
the students to develop their literacy skills at
school and at home. “I am sure they will
treasure them for a long time. Our thanks to
Rotary for supporting our students' learning.”

Jan Porter, principle at Arohanoa School,
says: “the tamariki were very excited to
receive their dictionaries, with their names in
them. They felt very special. They will use
them during their story writing times to help
them with words they cannot spell.”

Waioneke School Year 4 teacher Claire
Bennett asked student Noemie for a
comment, and she says: “The illustrated
dictionary gives us great ideas. Because of
its pictures, it gives us ideas of what
something is and how it works. The thing I
like is that if you're not sure how to write a
word or you don't understand what it means,
you can find writing and a picture under the
word that you search up in the dictionary.”

Free dictionaries for local schools

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The Helensville Community Recycling
Centre is extending it's opening hours over
the summer months to include Wednesday.
Manager Treena Gowthorpe says an extra
day is needed to help move the huge
volumes of inwards material they receive.

While a large shop for the site is in the
design phase, and a large tent is on its way to
extend the shop short-term, it has become
clear another day would take the pressure
off says Treena.

This means the site will be open from
Wednesday to Sunday from December 2018
through to the end ofApril 2019.

TARGET REACHED
2018 has been a great year for the

Recycling Centre as it has already reached
its 2020 goal of diverting 76 percent of waste
away from landfill.

With an anticipated 600 tonnes of waste
coming through the site this year, this means
456 tonnes of resources have been
recovered out of the waste coming to the
site.

THE DECONSTRUCTED HOUSE
Helensvil le Community Recycling

Centre has also trialled deconstructing a
three bedroom 1950's house to keep it from
being demolished and sent to landfill. The
project, a collaboration between the
recycling centre,Auckland Council, Envision
NZ and the Corrections Department, saw 87
percent of the house materials recovered
and diverted from landfill - a total of 22

tonnes.
The project attracted national

attent ion with Kathryn Long
interviewing Treena on the Radio
New Zealand 'Nine to Noon' show.

The Recycling Centre and
Envision are now looking at training
other communities in the art of
deconstruction to encourage other
communities to continue the work.

“One of the most surprising
results to come from the feasibility
study from the project was that it
was the same cost to deconstruct a
house as it was to demolish it,”
says Treena, “and only three days
longer to remove the house with
deconstruction.”

COMMUNITY GARDEN
The recycling centre site is

pushing ahead with its popular
community gardens and is offering
a swap-a-bucket scheme for
people's kitchen scraps in a bid to
tackle the estimated 40 percent of
f o o d w a s t e t h a t g o e s i n t o
residential green bags each week.

HIRE SHED
A hire shed to give customers cheap

access to hiring crockery, glasses, tools,
appliances, beds, skis, bicycles and
camping gear is also in the process of setting
up.

“ I t ' s g r e a t w a y f o r p e o p l e t o

inexpensively cater for big functions, an
influx of family visitors, or to have a stop-gap
if an appliance breaks down while they are
sourcing a replacement,” says Treena.

It's anticipated the hire shed will be up
and running by mid-January.

Obituary: Hans Van Duyn
Johannes (Hans) Van Duyn

March 7, 1937 – November 2, 2018

Hans Van Duyn and his twin brother Jan
were born in The Hague, Netherlands. They
endured the hardship of growing up in WWII-
occupied Holland, missing out on a normal
c h i l d h o o d a n d
education, and starting
work on fishing boats
aged just 13.

Hans married the
love of his life, Gerda, in
1957, and they would
have celebrated their
6 1 s t w e d d i n g
anniversary in la te
November. While living
i n H o l l a n d t h e y
w e l c o m e d t h r e e
children, Diane, Hans
Junior and Rene into the
world.

Dur ing th is t ime
H a n s b e c a m e t h e
N e t h e r l a n d s j u d o
m i d d l e w e i g h t
champion.

Keen to give his
c h i l d r e n t h e b e s t
possible chi ldhood,
Hans followed his friend
John Houniet, who he
met during compulsory military service 60

years ago, and moved
his family to New
Zealand, arriving in
November 1965.

Hans often told his
children that, after
spending the first
night in their new
c o u n t r y a t t h e
T a k a p u n a
c a m p g r o u n d , h e
w a l k e d a l o n g
Takapuna beach .
T h e k i d s w e r e
paddling in the water
and he looked across
at Rangitoto Island
s a i d : “ w e ' r e i n
paradise”. His opinion
of New Zealand never
changed, and his
homes always had a
f lag po le proud ly
flying the national
flag.

By working three
jobs Hans managed
to purchase his first
home, in Takapuna, in
1966. He then built
an unpermitted top
story on the house,
where he set up a judo
school.

In 1966 he and
Gerda adopted 10-
day-old Simon, then
in 1971 Helen was
born, and two years

later Lisa was adopted at age two.
From the late 1960s to late 1970s Hans

continued to achieve in judo, becoming the
New Zealand heavyweight champion and
training others. One of his proudest
moments was being national flagbearer at
the world championship.

When he discovered
there was money to be
made in the construction
industry the judo school
was closed to make way
for the beginnings of
E u r o v i s i o n
H o u s e m o v e r s , t h e
family business sti l l
operating today.

Hans and his sons
worked together and
b u i l t u p a t h r i v i n g
business, eventually
making the move to
H e l e n s v i l l e . D i a n e
became the secretary
and her husband Colin
joined the company.

Seeing a need for
affordable housing in
Helensville and Parakai,
Hans defied the odds,
and somet imes the
Council, to move homes
into the area - many of

which are still there today.
Hans was an energetic Helensville

Borough councillor in the early 1980s. He
became well known in the local community
for his generous nature, donating the moving
of the Helensville courthouse and museum
buildings to their Mill Road site; he was
honoured to be made a life member of the
Helensville & District Historical Society. He
donated the building in Awaroa Rd used for
many years by Te Awaroa Youth Club, and
now occupied under a free lease from the
family trust by the Men & Family Centre.

He remained dedicated to the family
business, staying involved well past
retirement age.

As immigrants, Hans and Gerda missed
their families terribly, but soon their friends
became like close family. After Gerda, his
g randch i l d ren and la te r h i s g rea t
grandchildren were the lights of his life. The
family lost Simon in a car crash in 1984, a
devastating tragedy which brought the
family even closer together.

At his funeral Hans was celebrated as a
man who valued his family above all else and
who instilled in them all a work ethic that has
carried on through the generations.

He was known for helping people in
times of need, and giving opportunities to
people who had never had any. He would
fight passionately for his values and for
others he believed weren't getting a fair deal
and was never afraid to keep pushing
forward in his efforts, despite the odds.

The family wish to thank Te Waru Hill,
who organised a beautiful karanga and
feathered cloak for Hans, those who sent
their love, condolences and support and
everyone who attended the funeral.
